Did you know that the frequency of your bin collections is changing?

Residents in Tatura and Kialla (Stage 1) have already made the switch, thank you so much to everyone in
these communities for helping us divert more waste from landfill! In late 2024 the rest of Greater
Shepparton will follow suit. So, what will it look like?

Landfill (red lid) bin— Fortnightly
— Fortnightly
Food and Garden organics (green lid) bin — Weekly

This will help Greater Shepparton residents reduce the amount of waste sent to landfill, and align with
the Victorian Government’s 2025 diversion objectives! If you’'ve got any questions about these coming
changes, please get in touch with the Resource Recovery team.
